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Notes and Comments
STAMPS LISTED: The vast majority of stamps listed in this catalogue are known to the Author.  In some
cases, a stamp has not been seen, but is listed in the Brandom catalogue of 1976.  In the latter situations, a
dagger (†) is placed beside their listing here to mark the item as “reported, but not seen by the Author”.

PRE-1867 STAMPS: The stamps of the pre-Confederation Province of Canada are included since they are the
antecedents of the federal issues and their use continued post-Confederation.

“DUTY PAID” LABELS: The privately-produced labels of 1974-2011 are not listed.  During that period,
tobacco manufacturers and importers were required to supply their own labels for their duty-paid goods. 
Revenue Departmental regulations specified the text and general form of the labels, but the designs were
entirely at the discretion of the manufacturer or importer.  Large Canadian manufacturers, who comprised the
Tobacco Council lobby-group, used common designs for their duty-paid labels.

MODERN STAMPS: The excise stamps of 2011 through 2019 are not included.  They will be added to a
subsequent edition, or included with the Cannabis stamps in a separate publication.

VALUE/SCARCITY OF STAMPS: The Author declines to be a determiner of retail prices, and is a reluctant
assessor of scarcity.  Consideration is being given to a separate publication in which a scarcity rating, ranging
from “Plentiful” to “Scarce”, is assigned to the stamps.  This rating would be based on the detailed records
of John Harper, personal observations, and consultations with other collectors.  The use of a separate
publication will facilitate updates arising from new information such as the discovery of a horde.

RED STAMPS: The “red” warehouse stamps of 1868-1883 exist in a wide variety of hues, many of which are
distinctly yellow-red, commonly known as orange.  The official Revenue Department term for the colour of
these stamps was “red.”  This practice is followed here.

ALPHA-NUMERIC CANCELS: The smaller stamps were frequently cancelled by printed alpha-numeric codes. 
These cancels are beyond the scope of this catalogue.  See page 106.

WATERMARKED PAPER: For many of the early issues, watermarked paper (“wmk”) was the norm, and the
absence of a watermark (“unwmk”) the exception.  For other issues, the reverse is true.  In the listing, the
exceptions are assigned a suffix letter.  However, in yet still other instances both types of paper can be had
in relatively equal measure and arcane methods were used to assign the suffix.  The watermarks are illustrated
on page six.  The several orientations of the watermarks are dealt with in articles published in Canadian
Revenue Newsletter.  See reference on page 115.

USED VERSUS UNUSED CONDITION: Large quantities of remainders exist for many stamps from Series 1864
through Series 1897, excluding the black stamps of Series 1883 through 1897.  As such, used stamps from
this period, even if creased, thinned, torn, soiled, scuffed, varnished, punctured and/or missing pieces, may
command a premium over their pristine, unused counterparts.

A number of the black stamps of Series 1883 through 1897 fell out of used and became obsolete, but were
never formally remaindered.  Thus, they and stamps from Series 1915 onwards are normally found in used
condition, with unused stamps ranging in status from uncommon to rare, to completely unknown.  Such
unused stamps should command a premium.

For the most part, Canadian tobacco stamps were not issued with adhesive.  Stamps issued with adhesive
include those of Series 1864 and 1867, as well as the perforated varieties of the small cigarette stamps.  The
concept of  “mint-never-hinged” is generally ignored.

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ABSENCE OF SERIAL NUMBERS: Readers are cautioned that the mere absence of a serial number on what
would otherwise be a numbered tobacco stamp does not automatically make that stamp a “proof.”  There were
a great many unfinished stamps (unnumbered, with or without perforations or roulettes) released as
remainders into the philatelic market in years past.  The items marked with the suffix “n” in the catalogue are
unfinished stamps with perforations or roulettes, but no serial numbers; THEY ARE NOT PROOFS.  Separate
catalogues numbers are assigned for stamps used for duty purposes both with and without serial numbers.

IMPERFORATE STAMPS: Due to the large number of remainders, and cases of obvious trimming, imperforate
stamps are listed only where they were used in that state for duty purposes.  Imperforate, serially unnumbered
remainders, that are not the product of trimming, should be treated as unfinished stamps and designated by
the suffix “u”.  Such stamps are listed here only if that is the only form in which they have been seen.

PROOFS & SPECIMENS: True proofs can be recognised by various other features such as the presence of a
die number, the size and type of paper used (e.g., thin India paper or thick card), the mount, and the extreme
sharpness of the impression.

Proofs can be divided into two general categories: Production and Archival.  Production proofs were
created during the design and manufacture of the stamps, culminating in a submission for approval.  Archival
proofs were made post production for record-keeping and other purposes.  Production proofs are scarce. 
Archival proofs have been available to various degrees since the release of bank note company archives in
the 1990s.

Specimen marks include “SPECIMEN,” “CANCELLED,” “Sample” and “Registered.”  There is great concern
regarding the ease with which the reputed specimen forms of “CANCELLED” can be faked.  A study of such
items is in progress, and it appears thus far that many reputed specimens, if legitimate, should be regarded
as “favour-cancelled.”  Please also note that various forms of “CANCELLED” were also simply used to cancel
used stamps.

Stamps known only as proofs are not included in this catalogue.  Some stamps are known only in the
form of specimens. In such cases, an “S” suffix is used in the listing.

AMERICAN BANK NOTE COMPANY (ABN) SERIES 1897 SERIAL NUMBERS: The numerals in the serial
numbers used by ABN, Ottawa on its Series 1897 stamps are of two basic styles – narrow and rounded, or
wide and squared – with the occasional outlier.  A serial number on a stamp can consist entirely of one style
of numeral, or of a combination of the two.  In addition, the technology used to number the stamps could
result in adjacent stamps having different combinations of the two styles, with or without an outlier present. 
These patterns carried over to some extent into subsequent Series of stamps.  As a result, no attempt is made
in the listings to differentiate between the styles of numerals.

SUBSEQUENT ABN SERIAL NUMBERS:  During the period of 1908-1935, the ABN, Ottawa (renamed 1923
as Canadian Bank Note Co.) used, in chronological sequence, red, blue-violet, and blue serial numbers.  The
“blue” serial numbers are quite distinctly blue (dull blue, sky blue, etc., see Series “A” cigar stamps), while
the “blue-violet” numbers come in a variety of hues of deep blue-violet.  Dated-coded stamps indicate that
the switch from blue-violet to true blue occurred by early 1926.

A side-by-side comparison under a magnifying glass in good light of an apparently deep blue serial
number in Series 1915 with a true blue serial number from Series “A” cigar stamps will show that the former
is actually a hue of deep blue-violet.  When found adjacent to either a strongly violet cancel or certain other
dark colours, as is commonly the case, a blue-violet serial number can easily be perceived as deep blue.   (In
addition, the blue-violet serial numbers are prone to fading, ultimately to a grey colour.)

BRITISH AMERICAN BANK NOTE COMPANY (BABN) LITHOGRAPHIC PRINTS: Starting with the Series of
1883, all stamps produced under contract through 1897 by BABN in Montréal and Ottawa were to have been
recess/intaglio/steel-plate printed.  However, lithographic printings also exist for many of these items.  These
officially irregular litho-prints are singled out in the listing by the suffix “L”.  This suffix is also used for
earlier issues in which both lithographic and recess/intaglio/steel-plate prints exist.

There were three parallel series of these codes: Tobacco
Manufacturers (which included cigarettes and snuff), Cigar Manufacturers,
and, from October 1941, Raw Leaf Packers.  Thus, code “6-10-D”, being
Licence ¹ 6 of Customs & Excise Port ¹ 10 in the Province of Québec,
represented:

- Imperial Tobacco Company, on a Tobacco, Cigarette or Snuff stamp,
- General Cigar Company, on a Cigar stamp,
- J.O. Forest & Cie., on a domestic Raw Leaf stamp.

At some point prior to May 1939, the Revenue Department introduced
a policy under which approved foreign manufacturers were supplied with
excise stamps without pre-payment of the applicable customs duty.  The
stamps were to be cancelled by the manufacturer with a three-digit
identification number assigned by the Department and affixed to the
packages in the foreign factories or while in bond at a Canada Customs
office.

Ò Litho-prints and steel-prints can be identified in Series 1883 tobacco
strip-stamps by a careful examination of the large coloured areas
surrounding the denominations at left and right.  This requires a 10X
magnifier and a very bright light (e.g., a high intensity LED flashlight) at
nearly a right angle to the direction of viewing.

     In general, the layer of lithographic ink will be very thin.  As a result,
the texture of the underlying paper produces an irregular appearance
in the ink through which specks and thin, stringy patches of the paper
are visible.  In addition, fibres in the paper are usually visible in the
dried ink, like hairs in dried paint.

     It appears that in the original steel dies the large coloured areas
were produced by the cutting in the metal of a series of closely spaced
lines or dimples.  These lines or dimples are visible in the thick, raised
ink produced by steel-plate, recess printing.

The first plates have a cross-hatch (CH) of precisely spaced diagonal
lines.  This frequently results in a grid pattern of white dots resembling
a chessboard.  Later plates show combinations of horizontal lines (HL),
vertical lines (VL), diagonal lines (DL), and irregular spots (IS).  Wear
on the plate can be very evident in these solid areas with CH and some
of the later fill is quite sloppy.  As such, the sloppiness might be a result
of re-touching of existing plates, rather than new plates.  See the Table
on page 35 for details.

     Other characteristics can also assist in the identification of steel-
versus litho-prints.  These include the following:

! The 1/20, 1/16, 1/10, 1/8, 1/5, 1/4, 1/2 and 1-pound stamps have tiny
ornaments at the very ends of the designs.  These ornaments are
usually very weak or absent on steel-prints, but not always.(Caution!)

! The overall definition of the image.  Steel-prints are clearer and
sharper than litho-prints.

! The overall texture of the inked impression.  Steel-prints can feel
rough, while litho-prints are smooth.

PASTE-UP STAMPS:  Starting with Series “A”, paste-ups of strip-stamps
(RP) can be found with cancellations of the Imperial Tobacco Company
(6-10D and 1-23D) or its B. Houde subsidiary (7-13D).  All ten examples
known to this writer have serial numbers ending in “0”, eight of which are
multiples of 30, the presumed size of their original panes.

Important Note Regarding Hyphen-Hole Perforations:

Edward Zaluski has observed that the common roulettes on the 1925
Newfoundland Customs Duty stamps are actually rectangular, hyphen-
hole perforations. §  This resulted in the realization by this writer that what
has been traditionally called “coarse roulettes” on the Series “C” and
subsequent issues by the British American Bank Note Co. (BABN) are
actually hyphen-hole perforations (hyphen perfs).  These hyphen perfs are
also found on United States revenue stamps. ¶

     Hyphen perfs were in use at the 1935 introduction of the Series “C”
stamps.  They were soon replaced at BABN by fine roulettes that had 12
cuts in a 2-cm distance. ¥  Hyphen perfs were reintroduced by BABN in
the 1960s.

     Examples of fully intact hyphen-hole perforations are illustrated below,
with 1935 items along the top and 1960s along the bottom.  The images
are of 2.00 cm actual lengths that been enlarged to 6 cm.  In the later

stamps, of which many remainders exist, the hyphens, at approx. 2.0 mm
long, are noticeably longer than the 1935 versions.  However, this writer
has very few examples from the 1935 era and thus longer hyphen-holes
might have also been used in the earlier period.

The
sole difference between this item and a comparable stamp with “regular
gum” is the gum, which in both instances does not cover the entire back
of the stamp.  Since the basic stamps were issued without adhesive and
it was the responsibility of the tobacco manufacturer or importer to supply
the same, it appears to this writer that what had been labelled in Brandom
as “self-adhesive” was simply a different type of gum applied by whoever
had affixed the stamp.

     Thus, RQ122a will remain deleted unless some other item comes to
light that can substantiate a true self-adhesive issue emanating from the
Revenue Department.

This requires
a 10X magnifier and a very bright light (e.g., a high intensity LED
flashlight) at a nearly right angle to the direction of viewing.

     In general, the layer of lithographic ink will be very thin.  As a result,
the texture of the underlying paper produces an irregular appearance
in the ink through which specks and thin, stringy patches of the paper
are visible.  In addition, fibres in the paper are usually visible in the
dried ink, like hairs in dried paint.

     It appears that in the original steel dies the large coloured areas
were frequently produced by the cutting in the metal of a series of
closely spaced lines or dimples.  These lines or spots are visible in the
thick, raised ink produced by steel-plate, recess printing.

     Other characteristics can also assist in the identification, such as:

! The overall definition of the image.  Steel-prints are clearer and
sharper than litho-prints.
! The overall texture of the inked impression.  Steel-prints can feel
rough, while litho-prints are smooth.

     When the excise duty on tobacco products was first
imposed in 1864 there was no apparatus in place for its
collection and enforcement.  Up to that point, excise duties
and licences in general had been minimal.  Excise officers
were compensated not by salary but by commission on their
collections, and they were attached to the Customs Branch of
the Finance Department.
     Following the 1864 announcement of the excise duty on
tobacco products at what were relatively high rates, govern-
ment officers visited and sealed stocks held by manufacturers
pending collection of the new duty.  The items illustrated here 
have long been associated with the tobacco stamps and may
have been used to seal the stocks in 1864, as well as in
subsequent years until the introduction of excise locks and
lock-seals.
     Official Lists of blank forms, record books, licences and
stamps issued by the post-Confederation Department of
Inland Revenue in 1871, 1881 and 1896 (these being the
years available to this writer) include no references to items
resembling these “stamps”.

Removal Marks on ‘Red’ Caddy and Boxes Stamps

As of July 1st, 1883, the excise duty was paid by the
purchase and affixing of stamps to packages by

manufacturers.   In cases where a manufacturer chose to delay
this stamping, the duty-unpaid packages were to be placed in
a bonding warehouse.  If at some later point, duty-unpaid
packages were transferred in bond from one warehouse to
another, Bonded Removal Permit stamps would then be affixed
to seal and identify the packages for the transfer.  Packages
removed from a warehouse for sale would be affixed with
regular excise duty stamps. 
     Prior to July 1883, the excise duty was paid semi-monthly
by manufacturers and the packages on which duty was levied
were affixed by excise officers with black (or green)
consumption stamps prior to leaving the factory for distribution. 
At the time, production was seasonal and large quantities of
tobacco products were warehoused in bond for release at
future dates.  Unlike the later period, all of the latter packages
were to be affixed with ‘red’ warehouse stamps upon deposit
in the bonding warehouse.
     When a stamped package was removed from a bonding
warehouse its ‘red’ warehouse stamp was marked in some
manner to indicate a second excise treatment that was
independent of the original stamping.  These secondary
markings included various forms of “REMOVAL,” examples of
which are shown below.
